Instructions: Using the information on pages 50-54 as a guide, do the following:

1. Draw in pencil a line separating the areas where the prehistoric American Indians lived.  Then, go over the lines in BLACK INK.  When the ink is dry, erase the pencil lines.
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In each Native American area, draw in pencil the dwelling (house) for each tribe.  Then, go over each drawing in BLACK INK and erase the pencil lines when the ink is dry.

· Fremont = pit house

· Anasazi = pueblo,
pit house, cliff dwelling 

3. Neatly shade in each dwelling with a light brown.

4. Neatly shade in each Native American area, each a different light color of your choice (please note that light brown and blue will be used elsewhere on the map).

5. Neatly shade and label the Great Salt Lake, Utah Lake, and the rivers shown light blue.

6. Label each American Indian area in *BLACK INK.  (Fremont, Anasazi)

7. Locate, draw a square, and label the two of the large Fremont and Anasazi sites in Utah: Fremont State Park and Hovenweep.
8. Draw pictures of different artifacts from each culture that help to distinguish it from the other.  (Examples: pottery, rock art, baskets, etc. that make each group separate and distinct.)  You can use information from your book, your notes, video clips, etc. to find and include this information.
